During April we were able to finish moving the 

updated 

automation into 

the racks where 

the old 

automation had 

been located.  We 

removed; the 

cassette decks, 

reel-to-reels, CD 

players, and cue 

tone detectors.  Now our automation system 

operates both the AM  and FM  stations.  It plays off 

the computer hard drive so we are not using any 

tapes, records, or CD's on the air, or having a person 

in the studio �µlive�¶ for most of each day.  The ability 

exists for us to use the studio �µlive�¶, play cassettes 

and CDs if a special circumstance comes up, and for 

�µlive�¶ programs like �³Over the Coffee Cup�  ́on 

Saturday morning. 

 

At Ester Dome we finished hooking the interlock 

wiring up to the Nautel V10  FM transmitter and the 

RF (Radio Frequency) switching, Dummy Load 

Water Pressure, and Antenna Shorting Switches.  

This functions to protect people working on and 

around the equipment, and protects the equipment 

itself as it will not allow the transmitter to operate if 

the associated RF items are not in the proper 

configuration. The next item at Ester Dome is to 

hook the interlock indicators to the remote control 

so that it can be monitored from the studio at North 

Pole. 

 

We are now starting on upgrading the studio 

switching and infrastructure from the studio area of 

the station building to 

the transmitter/STL 

(Studio Transmitter 

Link for KJNP-FM ) 

area.  This will 

involve upgrading 

some RF grounding 

and checking the 

electrical power as 

the first items.  After 

doing that we need to 

install conduits to put 

the digital audio 

wires in.  When 

doing this area it affects all the On-Air audio for 

both the AM  and FM  so we need to have it planned 

out to make the changes that each new signal route 

is operating before we disconnect the old analog 

audio path and switch over.  This also includes the 

EAS (Emergency Alert System) that operates in this 

part of the audio chain.  The first item that we are 

working on is to draw out a block diagram and 

audio plan for the final result, and list of 'order of 

work' so things are done with minimal impact on 

day to day programming.
